[bookmark: _GoBack]PTS Testing Procedure
	1) Place the ESD strap on your wrist/foot.

	2) Put the barcode sticker on the top side of the CON-RS485-OPT-RTM under test. 

	3) Double click on the “PTS-OPT-RTM” icon on the Desktop of the PTS computer.
Note that the PTS computer remains ON throughout the testing of several DUTs.

	4) When prompted, use the barcode reader to scan the board’s barcodes.

	5) When prompted, plug the board in the crate and then press [ENTER]. Do not connect the fibers yet!
The DUT-FEC will automatically switch ON after you press [ENTER].

	6) Approximately 15 sec later, time for the DUT-FEC to turn ON, when prompted check that all DUT front panel LEDs are OFF.

	7) Remove the transmitter/receiver protectors and clean the 9 DUT connectors with the provided tool. 

	8) Make the front panel connections, following the fiber labeling.
Clean each fiber before plugging it.

	9) When prompted check that all DUT front panel LEDs are ON.

	10) On test02, when prompted check that the PLL and TMG LEDs of the four CTRVs are ON.
If they are not, then most probably some of the fibers are not well plugged.
Check the fiber connections of the corresponding DUT channels before aborting the testing.

	11) The testing finishes and the results are presented.

	12) When prompted press any key and the DUT-FEC will switch OFF. You may now unplug the board.
